 The office looks so good on the outside but the insideé this is another story! We will finish the office on 

the inside with the help of the Wallace Menôs Ministry. We were in desperate need of office space and the trailer 

has made a wonderful place for us to be able to complete all of our office needs. We still need to give it a fresh 

coat of paint and some new floors but with the help of the Wallace Crew it will be done before you know it! 

 Camp is offering new Boyôs Camps this summer. One is a sports camp and some things must 

be  improved for this to happen. We need to resurface the basketball court and add new lighting and 

new goals. We are considering installing portable bleachers so the basketball boys will have a place to 

take a breather.  

 We donôt have an actual soccer field yet but we have a field for soccer. We will be turning the grazing 

field (behind the cabinet shop) into a permanent field for soccer. We need to upgrade the surface and install 

permanent goals and markings.
